Campers will take a trip to the Downey Pool for recreational swimming. Please
provide your child with appropriate swimwear, sunscreen, a towel, a change of
clothing, and a bag to put everything in. The pool will be open to the public.

The bus will leave Furman at 12:30PM and return by 4:00PM. Campers must be 9
years or older to use the diving board and must take a swim test.
Swim attire rules:
- NO clothing (ex-cotton t-shirts or bottoms, jeans, leggings, etc.)
- No goggles that cover nose (snorkel style)
-Life vests MUST have an approval logo by the U.S. Coast Guard.
*Plastic floaties are not allowed.
We follow the City's Pool Policies and Regulations regarding safety and swim.
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KNOTTS BERRY FARM

Camp Downey will be leaving promptly at 9:30AM to travel
to Knotts Berry Farm in Buena Park. Campers who arrive
later than our bus departure time will need to arrange their
own transportation to the location. Camp leaders will not
wait behind for those who do not arrive on time to camp.
